A LESSON IN MASONRY: Every Master

founded a society with philosophical, religious 

and political aims. Little is known of the precise 

doctrine of Pythagoreanism due to a rule of 

secrecy. But it is thought that he and his followers 

held that philosophy was the use of reason and 

observation to gain understanding of the universe. 

The utility of philosophy was that it provided a 

means to achieve salvation of the soul.  

Since it was thought that the principal aspect of 

Divinity was a complete understanding of all 

things, then by using philosophy to understand 

things, a man could step closer to Divinity and 

over the course of numerous lifetimes gain some 

measure of Divinity himself. In essence, then, 

Pythagoras and his followers believed that by the 

exercise of reason and observation the resulting 

complete understanding of this world would lead 

to a perfection of the spirit and the attainment of 

salvation.
