A LESSON IN LOCAL MASONRY: Why are 

we holding our Annual Lodge Picnic at George 

Washington Memorial Grove? Because it is part 

of our local Masonic heritage. That Grove was 

developed by the Brothers of Santa Cruz Lodge 

#38 in 1931 and 1932, with the clearing of the 

land, the planting of 625 redwood trees (seedlings 

from Powder Mill Flats, now called Paradise 

Park), and installing such permanent landmarks as 

a memorial to George Washington on his 200
th

 

birthday, a redwood log archway at the entrance, a 

time capsule, and an amphitheater for the use of 

the public, but in particular the amphitheater was 

constructed for our own use in the holding of 

outdoor degrees. 
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The Grove (which was so overgrown that the local 

government considered it to be waste land at that 

time) has a long history of use and enjoyment by 

the local community, with numerous community 

groups adding additional improvements and park 

facilities over the years, and we can now point 

with pride to the impact that our forefathers had 

on our local history. Brother Rich Sturgeon just 

came across a photograph of the Brothers who 

worked on that project, each one holding a shovel, 

with all of them assembled in an open area that is 

now a beautiful redwood grove. If they could look 

back now and see what beauty they created for 

their community, they would no doubt be well 

satisfied with their labors. If you attend the picnic 

you’ll be able to see that photo.
