The purpose of Grey Bears is to supply seniors 55
and older with free, nutritious, and budget-
stretching “Brown Bags” of groceries which come
from donations that are picked up from local
stores or farms, donated, or gleaned from the
fields. Grey Bears' goal is to be as self-reliant as
possible, and, as a result, they started a recycling
program which contributes one third of the
revenues necessary to make it possible to serve
2,700 seniors throughout the county. One quarter
of their members is homebound seniors unable to
leave their homes for medical reasons.
