The Square and Compass

In Masonic ritual, it is explained that the square is an
instrument operative Masons use to square their work,
but that speculative Freemasons use it as an instrument
of virtue to govern all their actions with mankind.
Because the square represents honesty, fairness, and
virtue, it is also used as the badge of office of the
Worshipful Master.

The compass has a slightly more obscure ritualistic
explanation. Think of the two points of a compass,
spread apart, about to draw a circle. The principal
tenets of Freemasonry are said to be contained
between the two points of the compass, which are
friendship, morality, and brotherly love. When you use a
compass to draw a circle, one point remains in the
center of the circle. That point represents the individual
Freemason. The circle represents the boundaries of his
world and the people he comes into contact with. He is
to always live by those principles of friendship, morality,
and brotherly love, in all his dealings with mankind, and
especially with a Brother Mason.
