The Lamb and Lambskin Apron 

The symbol of the white leather apron is the universal 

badge of a Freemason. 

Aprons, girdles, or sashes have appeared throughout 

history as symbols of honor or piety or achievement. 

They appear in ancient Egyptian images and were 

symbols of priesthood in India, Persia, and many other 

cultures.  

Because the lamb has for centuries been considered a 

symbol of innocence, the apron is traditionally made of 

lambskin.  

It is the first gift given to a Freemason, and it is to be 

laid to rest with him when he dies.  

Its pure, spotless surface is intended as a constant 

reminder to the Freemason of purity of life, conduct, and 

conscience, and an ever-present symbol of the endless 

striving for higher thoughts, nobler deeds, and greater 

achievements.
