As Master for 2010, I am looking forward to 

working with all of you to solve the challenges we 

presently face and I pray for the necessary wisdom 

to enable me to lead our lodge, effectively manage 

all of the tasks required, and to 

remember there is a difference 

between the two.

Thank you for giving me this 

opportunity. The problems facing 

our lodge are enormous but they 

can be overcome. With your 

support and the assistance of our 

corps of officers, I am confident we 

will make significant progress 

toward ensuring the long term 

viability of Masonry in Santa Cruz 

County and the continued existence 

of Santa Cruz-San Lorenzo Valley 

Lodge No. 38. 

In the 1989 edition of Harvard Business Review, 

Peter Drucker stated, ñNon-profits need 

management even more than business does, 

precisely because they lack the discipline of the 

bottom line.ò We have proven his observation to be 

true, twenty years later, by the results obtained from 

the financial review of our lodge.  

As I have stated in my previous articles, we need to 

raise dues to meet our financial requirements. The 

approved increase in dues for 2010 is not enough to 

fully support our lodge vision statement. In some 

instances, services or programs that were previously 

unrealistically funded may need to be cut in our 

2010 budget.  

I fully understand the fiduciary responsibility the 

lodge executive team has to wisely use the funds 

provided and, as such, I will submit a budget for 

2010 at our January stated meeting that is realistic, 

transparent and within our present means.  

At the November Stated Meeting, the lodge voted to 

increase the annual dues to $151. The dues amount 

is inclusive of $33.00 per-capita to Grand Lodge 

and $118 for our annual operating budget. The 

present economic conditions we are experiencing 

may make it difficult for some of you to pay this 

entire amount at one time. We understand and 

empathize with your situation; however, the lodge 

cannot afford to remit everyoneôs dues nor do we 

desire to see any members demit. The California 

Masonic Code does not provide any guidance for 

paying annual dues in installments nor does it 

restrict it. Therefore, the lodge 

will accept installment payments 

for dues in 2010 with the 

following caveats. 

1. You must request 

approval from the Master 

and Secretary of the 

lodge to make 

installment payments 

prior to doing so. 

Approval will be granted; 

however, we need to 

accurately track the 

payments so we avoid 

any discrepancies. 

Therefore, we need to know ahead of time 

who needs this assistance. The minimum 

installment payment will be $50.00. Your 

identity will be kept confidential unless you 

become delinquent after one year. The CMC 

then requires that all members who are 

suspended for delinquent dues are identified 

and a vote taken in lodge prior to 

suspension. 

2. You will not obtain a 2010 dues receipt until 

your dues are paid in full for the year. 

3. You will be able to attend all Santa Cruz ï 

San Lorenzo Valley Lodge No. 38 meetings, 
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activities, etc., even though your dues are 

not fully paid, and you will be able to vote 

on all matters brought before the lodge. 

4. Please use the following contact 

information:

b. E-mail is preferred; however, if you 

do not have access to e-mail you can 

call me, Scott Mitchell at 408-210-

0519. I will then notify Secretary 

Moyer. 

These are turbulent times, and because of that 

turbulence, a long-term vision is required to help 

keep us focused. The lodge has developed a long 

term vision. There is not enough space in this 

monthôs Trestle Board to include the lodge vision 

statement here. The vision statement is available on 

the lodge website at www.sc-slv38.org . If you have 

not visited the lodge website lately, please do so. 

There have been significant changes to the website 

and more changes are coming. 

Additionally, my goal for 2010 and the ensuing 

couple of years, will be moving forward on the 

development of the lodge property. We will 

continue to raise Masons and support the bicycle 

program, which has had tremendous success; 

however, my primary focus will be on the 

development of the property. Other than those 

committees specifically required by the CMC, there 

will be no other committees.  

All members will be asked to take on a role in 

supporting the development of the lodge property. 

Some of you have already approached me and given 

your thoughts on what we should do. I appreciate 

your suggestions and look forward to working with 

each of you. As we move forward, it is important to 

remember that we are all human and, as such, prone 

to make mistakes and wrong decisions, but any 

brother who disagrees with our path and fails to ask 

questions guarantees the wrong decisions will be 

made. This project, in whatever form it eventually 

takes, is the answer to our long-term financial 

needs.

The 

intent of this revision is to keep any votes taken by the 

lodge consistent with those minimum voting 

requirements established by the California Masonic 

Code.

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Standing Resolution No. 007 

Temporarily suspend sale of life memberships in  

Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo Valley Lodge 
#
38  

from December 2, 2009, through  

December 31, 2010 

Facts: 

All life memberships sold by Santa Cruz ï San 

Lorenzo Valley Lodge No. 38 between the period of 

April 1, 1983 and November 30, 2009 are 

contractual agreements between the lodge and the 

life members of the lodge, per CMC section 

809.320. The life memberships referenced in the 

preceding sentence are not affected by this 

resolution. The lodge presently has fifty-four life 

memberships. The first life membership in the lodge 

was purchased on April 1, 1983. Therefore, the life 

memberships purchased within the time frame 

referenced above include all life memberships 

presently held within Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo 

Valley Lodge No. 38.  

Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo Valley Lodge presently 

offers life memberships to its members in 

accordance with the California Masonic Code. 

There are no lodge standing resolutions or other 

documentation that amend, rescind or revoke the 

lodge life membership plan. The following sections 

of the CMC are applicable to this resolution: 

809.150. Life Membership Fund 

The original amounts paid for life memberships 

shall be forever kept and maintained as and for a 

separate and permanent Life Membership Fund. A 

Lodge may invest its Life Membership Fund as 

provided in Section 809.130 of this Code, if such 

investments are kept separate and apart from all 

other Lodge assets. Only interest or dividends paid 

in cash on the Life Membership Fund shall be 

available for general Lodge use. [Source: Section 

21050 of the 1991 California Masonic Code.] 

809.320. Life Memberships 

A Lodge may adopt a standing resolution providing 

for a life membership plan, which shall forever 

exempt a member making the required payment into 

the plan from the payment of dues in the Lodge. 

The resolution may be adopted, amended or 

revoked at any Stated Meeting by a majority vote of 

the members present. Any such action must be 

presented, in writing, at a preceding Stated Meeting 

and written notice must given to each Lodge 

member setting forth the text of the proposed action 

and the date of the Stated Meeting at which the vote 

is to be taken. The plan must provide that a life 

membership shall be granted upon payment of: 

A. A sum of money which is not less than 

20.83 times the Lodgeôs annual dues at the   

time of purchase of the life membership; or 

 

B. A sum of money equal to the Lodgeôs 

annual dues at the time of purchase of the 

life membership multiplied by the factor 

indicated opposite the memberôs age in the 

following schedule: 

 

Under age 49, 21 times annual dues; 

50 to 54 inclusive, 19 times annual dues; 

55 to 59 inclusive, 17 times annual dues; 

60 to 64 inclusive, 14 times annual dues;and 

65 and over, 11 times annual dues. 

The Secretary shall send to each life member at his 

last known address, annually, a Life Membership 

Dues Card for the next calendar year. 

A life membership is an executed contract requiring 

the consent of the Lodge and the life member to 

rescind it. [Source: Sections 27020 and 27030 of 

the 1991 California Masonic Code.] 

Summary: 

The officers and trustees of Santa Cruz ï San 

Lorenzo Valley Lodge No. 38 are presently 

reviewing the financial health of the lodge and will 

be preparing a long term financial plan, in addition 

to preparing a three to five year building 

development plan, with the assistance of the Santa 

Cruz Masonic Temple Foundation, (Hall 

Association.) Given the financial information 

presently available, and after careful analysis of the 

financial information, including two presentations 

to the lodge during the stated meetings of 

September 2009 and October 2009, it appears that 

the annual dividend generated by the life 

membership fund has not provided a sufficient 

amount of return to support the lodgeôs annual 

operating budget for several years. 
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If the lodge continues to offer life memberships per 

the terms listed in the CMC, the possibility exists 

that all members of the lodge could obtain a life 

membership and the annual dividend return of those 

life memberships would not be enough to meet the 

current financial obligations of the lodge. 

The lodge officers need time to develop a 

comprehensive financial plan for the lodge. 

Whereas, dues may increase to meet the short term 

goals of the lodge, continuing to offer life 

memberships in accordance with the present terms 

of the CMC, that do not fully support the annual 

financial operations of the lodge would not be a 

prudent course of action for the lodge at this time. 

Per section 809.320 of the California Masonic 

Code, a lodge may adopt, amend or revoke the life 

membership plan at any Stated Meeting by a 

majority vote of the members present. Any such 

action must be presented, in writing, at a preceding 

Stated Meeting and written notice must be given to 

each lodge member setting forth the text of the 

proposed action and the date of the Stated Meeting 

at which the vote is to be taken. 

Resolution: 

Should the lodge decide to adopt this resolution, the 

present Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo Valley Lodge 

Life membership plan will be amended as follows: 

Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo Valley Lodge No. 

38 will not offer any life memberships for 

purchase by anyone between the dates of 

December 2, 2009, and December 31, 2010. 

This resolution will automatically expire at 

11:59:59 PM on December 31, 2010. Any 

further changes to the lodge life membership 

plan may be made in accordance with the 

provisions of the California Masonic Code. 

Please note that the Santa Cruz ï San Lorenzo 

Valley Lodge No. 38 life membership plan is NOT 

being rescinded or revoked by this resolution.
