The History of Corned Beef 

The term ñcornedò comes from our ancient Brethren 

crock and covering it with rock salt kernels, which 

were referred to as ñcorns of saltò. This process 

preserved or ñcuredò the meat. The term ñcornedò 

has been in the Oxford English Dictionary as early 

as 888 AD. 

The practice of salting meat goes back to ancient 

times in cold areas where our ancient Brethren, and 

ancestors learned that they could preserve meat by 

salting it. People traveling by foot or horse learned 

that they could put salt on meat and take it with 

them for days without the meat spoiling due to lack 

of refrigeration. 

The origin of the word ñcornò is an Old Germanic 

word ñKurnam,ò which meant small seed of 

anything. Since a kernel of rock salt looked like the 

size of a wheat or oat it came to be known as a corn 

of salt. Even the word ñkernelò comes from the 

word Kurnam, or Kurnilo, which means root of the 

seed. 

The Irish were the biggest exporters of Corned Beef 

until 1825. Corned beef was 

produced in the area of Cork, 

Ireland from the 1600ôs thru 

1825. Corned beef was the chief 

export of Ireland during that time 

period and most of it canned, and 

sent all over the world as Corkôs 

Corned Beef. The English Army 

sustained itself on cans of Corkôs 

Corned Beef during the 

Napoleonic Wars from 1799 thru1815.

This 

dinner preparation was particularly stressful for me 

because I only received 22 reservations, planned for 

50 people, and ended up with 71 people not 

including the 12 kitchen staff.  

We managed to serve everyone but the kitchen staff 

and if one more person had attended, we could not 

have served him/her a dinner. Not to mention my 

wife, Autumn, was very unhappy that she helped 

me for three days and did not get to have a meal. 

Please make a reservation, as I would hate to run 

out of food for paying guests.  

I have been having nightmares lately about cooking 

in the Lodge kitchen and running out of food to 
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serve. My #1 nightmare used to be being chased by 

killer circus clowns riding those tiny unicycles, and 

squirting toxic acid at me out of their squirty 

boutonnieres, but now my 

#1 nightmare is serving 

enough meals at the Lodge 

for the Stated Meeting 

Dinners.

Bryan Cupps ð Pig Whisperer and Hypnotist 

A big thank you goes out to the Pigsly Farms® 

Corporation (PFC) for providing me a ñgood dealò 

on 45 pounds of pork chops.  

Most of you donôt know this about me, but I work 

on contract as a Pig Whisperer and Hypnotist for 

PFC. I typically work out of their meat packing 

facility in Hanford, California.  

PFC trucks in thousands of pigs from all over the 

country and initially stores them in a dimly lit 

warehouse at their meat packing facility in Hanford. 

My job is to make a ñcosmic connectionò between 

myself and the swine. My objective is to calm the 

pigs, as well as aid and assist the swine with their 

transition into the 

afterlife.  

Typically I begin my 

work in the warehouse. I 

start by meditating with 

the pigs, and softly 

humming ñTen Little 

Pigsò. I then move 

around the warehouse
